e Work with our Advisor on Canada-U.S. Trade, Gary Doer, and | to advance our trading
partnership with the U.S.
e Support the oil and gas industry in Manitoba with better oversight.

Additionally | ask that you work with your Cabinet colleagues and through legislative, regulatory and
department processes to deliver on our other key commitments:

e Work with the Minister for Advanced Education and Training to boost the retention of young
Manitobans and align workforce development with labour market needs and economic
opportunities.

e Create 10,000 new jobs in the skilled trades over eight years.

e Work with tradespeople, their representatives and educational institutions to create more
apprenticeship positions in the skilled trades.

e Create new jobs in electric transit manufacturing.

e Work with the department of Transportation and Infrastructure to pursue initiatives to develop
Churchill and Centreport as transportation and supply chain hubs.

In addition to these priorities, | also expect that you uphold your role with integrity, professionalism
and a commitment to accountability. That includes working closely with your Deputy Minister and your
senior officials to ensure all decisions are made in the public interest. Just like any high-performing
organization, our government will set metrics and measurable goals, listen to evidence and frontline
workers, regularly assess our work and report on our progress in order to deliver on the results
Manitobans deserve.
